Self-Support: 

Where Money and 

Spirituality Mix  
ñThe first time I had to talk about finances at a dis-

trict 

meeting when I was my areaôs treasurer, a fellow 

in the back of the room yelled out: óWhy in the 

world are you always talking about money when 

this is a spiritual program?ô The guy threw me and 

I didnôt know how to answer him.ò 

From its earliest beginnings, A.A. has always 

incurred expenses ð whether it be the cost of a 

pot of coffee or the price of a place to meet. In 

the early days, these costs were often absorbed 

by individual A.A.s or nonalcoholic friends who 

offered their parlors and living rooms for A.A.s to 

meet in. However, as A.A. outgrew the generosity 

of these early friends and members, the 

Fellowshipôs need for income became more and 

more apparent. 

Bill W., A.A.ôs co-founder, and some of the 

early A.A. members initially felt the only way for 

the Fellowship to survive was to solicit financial 

support from philanthropic institutions or individuals 

outside A.A. These ñhigh rollersò could then 

supply the funds the Fellowship would need to 

carry out the vital Twelfth Step work the early 

A.A.s envisioned ð to bankroll the army of paid 

missionaries, the chain of A.A. hospitals, and the 

library of books they were certain to write. 

One potential A.A. patron, however, when 

approached by the pioneering members for 

money, instead helped to lay the groundwork for 

A.A.ôs Tradition of self-support: ñI am afraid that 

money will spoil this thing,ò said John D. 

Rockefeller Jr., while at the same time endorsing 

the work of the fledgling Fellowship. 

ñWe cannot skimpò 

With the realization that A.A. must steer clear of 

outside contributions in order to maintain its 

autonomy and independence came the understanding 

that the money necessary for A.A.ôs survival 

would have to come from individual A.A. 

members and groups. As Bill W. put it in 1957, 

ñOur spiritual way of life is safe for future genera-

tions 

if, as a Society, we resist the temptation to 

receive money from the outside world. But this 

leaves us with a responsibility ð one that every 

member ought to understand. We cannot skimp 

when the treasurer of our group passes the hat. 

Our groups, our areas, and A.A. as a whole will 

not function unless our services are sufficient and 

their bills are paid. 

ñWhen we meet and defeat the temptation to 

take large gifts, we are only being prudent. But 

when we are generous with the hat we give a 

token that we are grateful for our blessings and 

evidence that we are eager to share what we have 

found with all those who still suffer.ò (The 

Language of the Heart, p. 221) 

 

 

 

On Cultivating Tolerance 
By Dr. Bob S. 

During nine years in AA, I have observed that those who 

follow the Alcoholics Anonymous program with the greatest 

earnestness and zeal not only maintain sobriety but often 

acquire finer characteristics and attitudes as well. One of 

these is tolerance. Tolerance expresses itself in a variety of 

ways: in kindness and consideration toward the man or 

woman who is just beginning the march along the spiritual 

path; in the understanding of those who perhaps have been 

less fortunate in education advantages; and in sympathy 

toward those whose religious ideas may seem to be at great 

variance with our own.  

      I am reminded in this connection of the picture of a hub 

with its radiating spokes. We all start at the outer circumfer-

ence and approach our destination by one of many routes. 

To say that one spoke is much better than all the other 

spokes is true only in the sense of its being best suited to 

you as an individual. Human nature is such that without 

some degree of tolerance, each one of us might be inclined 

to believe that we have found the best or perhaps the short-

est spoke. Without some tolerance, we might tend to be-

come a bit smug or superior -  which, of course, is not help-

ful to the person we are trying to help and may be quite 

painful or obnoxious to others. No one of us wishes to do 

anything that might act as a deterrent to the advancement 

of another -  and a patronizing attitude can readily slow up 

this process.  

      Tolerance furnishes, as a by -product, a greater freedom 

from the tendency to cling to preconceived ideas and stub-

bornly adhered - to opinions. In other words, it often pro-

motes an open -mindedness that is vastly important -  is, in 

fact, a prerequisite to the successful termination of any line 

of search, whether it be scientific or spiritual.  

      These, then, are a few of the reasons why an attempt to 

acquire tolerance should be made by each one of us.
